Lagoon Buyout in the Floodplain Program Phase Il b Leland Heath
(Action Item)

In November 2001, the Board approved a grant of up to $6,062,000 to
assist the Division of Soil and Water Conservation (DSWC) with Phase Il
of the buy out of swine operations

and waste lagoons in the 100-year floodplain. The Board also approved
a grant of up to $5,737,500 in 1999 for Phase | (1999F-006) and a grant
of up to $3,870,000 for Phase |1l (2004A-412) in 2004.



DSWC wrote CWMTF on June 20, 2006 to provide a report on Phase I,
to request an extension from August 31, 2006 until December 31, 2007,
and to request permission to move 3-5 easement purchases from Phase
Il to Phase Il with associated budget changes as presented in the re-
quest. DSWC also provided a report on all three phases of the lagoon
buyout program for information.

To date, DSWC has expended $4,446,000 of the $6,062,000 grant and
$12,500 of the $3,870,000 grant. CWMTF staff recommends that the
Board approve DSWC'’s request.

In 2002 the Board provided a grant of up to $240,000 to the Town of
Wake Forest in the Neuse River Basin to help restore Richland Creek
and to establish a greenway. The Town has not expended any of the
CWMTF grant funds to date.

The grant agreement requires the Town to place 67 acres of buffer and
12 acres of high quality wetlands under conservation easement. Mill
Creek Associates, Inc. owns eight parcels within the project area. The
town attorney wrote to advise CWMTF that, after lengthy negotiations
between the town and the property owner, the easements had been or
will be dedicated on recorded maps, but the owner will not execute a
CWMTF easement document. The town attorney further stated that the
areas in contention are not part of the proposed buffer requiring restora-
tion or construction work, but simply area needed to satisfy the total
acreage requirement of the grant agreement. CWMTF staff seeks direc-
tion from the Board regarding whether these easements satisfy the terms
of the grant agreement.

M-G. 2004A-407 D Franklin Soil & W ater Conservation DistrictO s
Waste Lagoon Closure on Sandy Creek B Leland Heath (Action
Item)

In 2004 the Board approved a grant of up to $335,000 to assist the
Franklin County Soil & Water Conservation District (FCSWCD) with the
closure of Mr. Frank Read’s abandoned poultry waste lagoon in the
Sandy Creek watershed of the Tar-Pamlico River Basin.

FCSWCD did not request funds to acquire and steward a permanent
conservation easement on the property. FCSWCD has asked the Tar
River Land Conservancy (TRLC) to assist in acquisition of the conserva-
tion easement, and if acceptable to the Board, monitor and steward the
easement. On June 19, 2006 FCSWCD requested that they be allowed
to use a total of $32,000 of the grant funds to acquire and steward the
easement; this would require the reallocation of $17,000 from the lagoon
closure costs; FCSWCD also requested a 3-month extension to the con-
tract to complete the work. An easement will be placed on the entire 32
acre property. FCSWCD recommends that TRLC hold the easement in-
stead of the district or the State.

CWMTF staff recommends that the Board approve FCSWCD’s request
to reallocate funds from lagoon closure costs to acquisition and steward-
ship of a permanent conservation easement on the property and allow an
extension of the contract. CWMTF typically expects local districts to
monitor and steward conservation easements for their projects.

At its April 9-10, 2006 meeting in Lake Lure the Board voted that up to
$2,823,000 remain eligible for funding later this year for Goldsboro’s
Stoney Creek Restoration Project.

CWMTF staff recommended that Goldsboro hold the easements to re-
duce easement transaction costs and to save time. The Board ex-
pressed concerns about the city monitoring and enforcing its own ease-
ments and urged staff and Goldsboro to identify an independent third
party to monitor and hold the easements. Goldsboro has approached the
Wayne Soil & Water Conservation District about holding and monitoring
the easements.

CWMTF staff recommends that the Board require an independent third
party, such as the Wayne Soil & Water Conservation District, to monitor
and hold the easements for Goldsboro.

The CREP Committee met with the Division of Soil & Water Conserva-
tion on the Conservation Reserve Enhancement Program (CREP) on
July 7, 2006 and may make a recommendation regarding $2,411,000
that the Board set aside from 2006-2007 appropriations for CREP in the
3rd and 4 quarters of 2006.

Committee Recommendation 7/9/06
Hollan stated that Committee would recommend continued funding at
$2,411,000 plus an additional $90,000 to increase the minimum pay-
ment for contract transaction costs. The revised total would be up to
$2,501,000 for this installment. Markham wondered if we would get
more permanent easements if we reimbursed for transactional costs for
permanent costs more than short-term contracts. Beane restated
Committee’s recommendation to continue funding at up to $2,411,000
plus $90,000 for transaction costs. Goal for DSWC is still 30 closings
per month and DSWC will meet with the CREP Committee in October
as part of a continuing feedback process.

In January 2003, the Board approved a grant of up to $438,000 to design
and permit a new wastewater collection and treatment system in Cam-
den County. In November 2004, the Board approved a grant of up to
$2,126,000 to help construct the wastewater system and stipulated that
those funds would not be contracted until the County received all neces-
sary permits for the project; CWMTF has been waiting since that award
to receive the permits and other items from the County, before preparing
the draft contract. The County has already spent the $438,000 in
CWMTF grant funds on project design and permitting.

On April 17, 2006 Camden County wrote CWMTF requesting an addi-
tional $1,000,000 in grant funds to cover projected cost increases. At its
May 8, 2006 meeting the Board voted that the additional $1,000,000 re-
quested by Camden County would remain eligible for further review later
this year.

Camden County estimated that total project would cost about
$8,500,000, including engineering fees. Camden County opened bids on
the project on June 27. The bids would push the total project costs to
about $9,100,000. Engineers and the county officials will review the bids
and make a recommendation to the county commissioners by their July
17 meeting.

Committee Recommendation 7/9/06

Mosley asked Crawley how cost overruns for previously funded projects
relate to HB1095.

On May 15, 2006 the Lumber River Council of Governments held a
meeting with the communities of Lake Waccamaw, East Arcadia, Sandy
Field, Bolton and Northwest about the possibility of regionalizing waste-
water collection and treatment for that portion of Bladen and Columbus
Counties.

N-D. 2004A-508 b City of NorthwestOs Wastewater Project B Request
for Change in Scope B Nancy Guthrie (Information Item)

In July 2004, the Board of Trustees approved a grant of up to $2,858,000
to the City of Northwest in Brunswick County to eliminate nearly 400 septic
tanks and/or straight piping disposal systems by constructing a central
sanitary sewage collection system and non-discharge wastewater
treatment plant to serve Northwest and the Town of Sandy Creek, and
land-applying the treated wastewater. The primary source of matching
funds is a grant from The NC Rural Economic Development Center
Unsewered Communities Program of $3,000,000.

At the May 8, 2006 Board meeting, CWMTF staff presented an update
provided by Northwest advising that the Town could not obtain the prop-
erty for the land application site and requesting that the project scope be
revised to allow the Town to construct the collection system and pump
stations necessary to transport the wastewater from Northwest and
Sandy Creek to the Northeast Brunswick Regional Wastewater Treat-
ment Plant. The information in the May Board package included the
scope and budget details, demonstrating that the project could be ac-
complished with no additional funds requested from CWMTF. Brunswick
County confirmed by letter dated April 21, 2006 that it would provide the
treatment. The Town has not spent any CWMTF funds to date. The
Town’s engineering consultant is Engineering Services.

On June 22, 2006, The Rural Center wrote the Town of Northwest with a
list of information needed in order to further analyze the requested pro-
ject scope change. CWMTF staff recommends that the Board defer ac-
tion on Northwest’s request until the Town has responded to The Rural
Center and The Rural Center has further evaluated the Town’s request.
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Committee Recommendation 7/9/06
Motion by Howard, 2" by Wright, to release CWMTF funds and allow
Northwest to proceed with their contract. Motion carries.

Mosley recommends that Committee not execute motion approved yes-
terday. Board voted not to approve Committee’s motion from yesterday.

N-E. 2002B-606 B Town of PowellsvilleO s New Wastewater System D
Request for Additional Funds  Damon T atem (Action ltem)

In July 2003, the Board of Trustees approved a grant of up to $475,000
as part of a $3,480,000 effort to sewer the Town of Powellsville in Bertie
County and land apply the wastewater. The NC Rural Economic Devel-
opment Center is the primary funding agency, providing an Unsewered
Communities Program grant of $3,000,000. The Town contributed $5,000
in local match.

The project scope changed because the Town could not locate suitable
soils for land application, and the Town was able to negotiate an agree-
ment with the Town of Windsor, approximately 12 miles from Powellsville,
to accept and treat Powellsville’s wastewater. The project was bid on
April 27, 2006. On June 8, 2006, the Town’s engineering consultant,
McDavid Associates, wrote CWMTF concerning cost over-runs and pro-
posed several options for consideration by the CWMTF Board, which in-
clude: providing additional funds to cover the full amount of the cost
over-run ($2,320,000) which would allow the entire collection system to
be constructed; providing $1,200,000 in additional funds to allow a por-
tion of the project to be constructed; or reducing the project scope to
meet the current funding level which would serve approximately 30% of
the Town.

The Town of Powellsville applied to CWMTF on June 1, 2006 (new appli-
cation # 2006B-607) for $2,320,000 which would cover the full amount of
the cost over-run.

The Board could consider this request for additional funding in the 2006A
spring cycle or could consider the request for $2,320,000 along with the
other 2006B fall cycle applications and not add additional funds to the
current project #2002B-606.

Committee Recommendation 7/9/06

Mosley recommends to Committee that CWMTF provide an additional
$1,200,000, without a commitment for providing additional funds. Hollan
concerned about number of cost overruns on the table now. Cragnolin
agreed with concern about cost overruns. Rascoe stated that contractor
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can’t hold the bids open for longer than 90 days. Vaughan reminded the
Committee that these are 2002 projects and local jurisdiction should be
able to contribute to the projects to cover cost overruns.

In July 2003, the Board of Trustees approved a grant of up to $333,000
of a $3,338,000 effort to sewer the Town of Dover in Craven County and
pump the wastewater to the City of Kinston’s Northside Wastewater
Treatment Plant. The NC Rural Economic Development Center is the
primary funding agency, providing an Unsewered Communities Program
grant of $3,000,000. The Town contributed $5,000 in local match.

The project was bid on May 4, 2006. On June 16, 2006, the Town’s en-
gineering consultant, McDavid Associates, wrote CWMTF concerning
cost over-runs and proposed several options for consideration by the
CWMTF Board, which include: providing additional funds to cover the
full amount of the cost over-run ($3,521,500) which would allow the en-
tire collection system to be constructed; providing $1,139,500 in addi-
tional funds to allow a portion of the project to be constructed; or provid-
ing $167,100 in additional funds which would serve approximately 30%
of the Town.

The Town of Dover applied to CWMTF on June 1, 2006 (new application
# 2006B-603) for $3,782,000.

The Board could consider this additional request for funding in the 2006A
spring cycle or could consider the request for $3,782,000 along with the
other 2006B cycle applications and not add any additional funds to the
current project #2002B-603.

Committee Recommendation 7/9/06

Mosley recommends funding Dover $1,139,000 and Cove City
$1,258,000, both at the Option 2 level. Hollan and Crumpler wondered
how this project would rank against the other 2006A projects being con-
sidered for funding? Vaughan wondered if this was the correct solution

The
NC Rural Economic Development Center is the primary funding agency,
providing an Unsewered Communities Program grant of $3,000,000. The
Town contributed $5,000 in local match.

The project was bid on June 8, 2006. On June 16, 2006, the Town’s en-
gineering consultant, McDavid Associates, wrote CWMTF concerning
cost over-runs and proposed several options for consideration by the
CWMTF Board, which include: providing additional funds to cover the
full amount of the cost over-run ($4,872,500) which would allow the en-
tire collection system to be constructed; providing $2,200,000 in addi-
tional funds to allow a portion of the project to be constructed; providing
$1,258,000 in additional fund to allow a smaller portion of the project to
be constructed; or providing $225,000 in additional funds which would
serve approximately 15% of the Town.

The Town of Cove City applied to CWMTF on June 1, 2006 (new applica-
tion # 2006B-602) for $3,900,000.

The Board could consider this request for additional funding in the 2006A
spring cycle or could consider the request for $3,900,000 along with the
other 2006B cycle applications and not add any additional funds to the
current project #2004A-601.
