I-B. Status of Active Acquisition Contracts B Robin Hammond (Infor -
mation Item)

I-C. Administration of Acquisition Projects B Francine Durso (Infor -

As of April 24, 2006, 64 acquisition projects were under contract with
CWMTF for nearly $38.3 million. Twenty-seven donated, mini-grant and
acquisition-related planning projects were under contract with CWMTF for
nearly $1.1 million. In addition, there are 69 acquisition, donated, mini-
grant and acquisition-related planning grants approved by the Board in
November 2005 and earlier which have not been executed by the Grant-
ees yet, for nearly $37.9 million.

Grantees proceed at their own pace to obtain all of the information that
must be submitted prior to CWMTF funds being disbursed which include
options or contracts to purchase, deeds, appraisals, Phase 1 environ-
mental site assessments, property surveys, proposed conservation ease-
ments, title commitments, and settlement statements. CWMTF staff re-

view these documents and the CWMTF State Property Office Agent re-
views the appraisals. After all documents have been received, reviewed
and approved, funds are disbursed for property acquisition.

On many of the acquisition projects, CWMTF receives requests for project
scope or budget changes, or for exceptions to the standard CWMTF con-
servation easement. CWMTF staff seeks approval from the committee
and the Board for significant changes in project scopes, budgets, and
conservation easement language. After the property closing, CWMTF
staff receives copies of the recorded deed, conservation easement, clos-
ing statement and title policy, and compiles this information in proper for-
mat to transmit to the State Property Office for entry into the state® prop-
erty database system.

There is only one CWMTF staff person dedicated full-time to both drafting
acquisition contracts and closing acquisition projects and there is only one
full-time CMWTF State Property Office Agent. Many of the smaller land
trusts and smaller local governments need considerable assistance on
their acquisition projects from CWMTF staff as they do not have the in-
house expertise to obtain the documents listed above that are needed for
the property acquisition projects. Restoration, stormwater, and wastewa-
ter projects often involve land or conservation easement acquisition. Note
that the same CWMTF staff, along with the Field Representatives, cur-
rently handle conservation easement violation issues which will likely in-
crease.

By comparison, the Ecosystem Enhancement Program (EEP) Preserva-
tion and Property Protection Section has 3 full-time staff administering
their acquisition projects, and 4 State Property Office Agents who work di-
rectly with at least one attorney in the Attorney General® Office to review
all of the legal documents. EEP is currently administering 108 active ac-
quisition projects.

I-D. Site Visits for Donated Easement Grants b Bill Holman (Potential
Action Item)

The Board established a program to pay for transaction costs associated
with the donation of conservation easements in Sept. 2003. The program
has been successful. The Board has approved 49 donated easement
grants at a cost of $974,900. Approximately 11,700 acres have been or
will be protected, including the 7000 acre Waynesville watershed. The
Board requires CWMTF staff to visit each site to determine that water
quality will benefit from the project.

I-E. Site Visits for Mini-Grants D Bill Holman (Potential ~ Action Item)

The Board established a program to pay for pre-acquisition costs associ-
ated with the acquisition of properties to protect and restore high quality
and impaired waters in 2000. The program has been successful. The
Board has approved 38 mini-grants at a cost of $854,800. The Board re-
guires CWMTF staff to visit each site to determine that water quality will
benefit from the project.

CWMTF staff recommends that the Board approve making site visits op-
tional to reduce the work load and travel expenses of Field Representa-
tives. CWMTF staff will continue to review maps and photographs of the
properties and relevant water quality data to determine water quality bene-
fits.

I-F. 1997A-032 B Update on Tree Cutting in CWMTF Conservation
Easement on the City of MorgantonO s Catawba River Greenway b
Robin Hammond and T om Massie (Potential Action Item)

The Board reviewed an Amended and Restated Conservation Easement
for this project at its April 10, 2006 meeting at Lake Logan and decided to
consider it at its May 7-8, 2006 meeting. CWMTF staff recommends that
the Board approve the Amended and Restated Conservation Easement
and the City of Morganton@® tree replanting program.

I-G. 2000A-006 B Tree Cutting in CWMTF Conservation Easement on
the Todd Island Community Park B Robin Hammond and Bern Schu -
mak (Information Item)

The Board approved a grant of up to $329,000 to the National Committee
for the New River (NCNR) to acquire Todd Island in the New River in Ashe
County for a community park in 2000. Riparian buffers were planted on the
island. CWMTF holds a conservation easement on the property; NCNR
monitors the easement for CWMTF.

NCNR notified CWMTF on April 13, 2006 that the local JobLink Center cut
vegetation in the riparian buffer on Todd Island as part of hurricane recov-
ery clean up efforts.

NCNR is working to get JobLink to replant the trees that they cut. CWMTF
staff will report to the Board on restoration of the riparian buffer in the fu-
ture.

I-H. 2004A-005 Town of Fair Bluff @ Lumber River Project B Nancy
Guthrie (Action Item)

In November 2004, the Board of Trustees approved a grant up to $91,000
to the Town of Fair Bluff for the acquisition of 1.5 acres along the Lumber
River. The Town will place a deed restriction on the property and establish
a 100 foot buffer along approximately 250 feet of the river. The portion of
the tract that is outside the buffer area was to be used as a welcome cen-
ter along the Lumber River. The value of the property was determined by
an appraiser to be $164,000. The CWMTF grant was to provide $75,000
for the purchase of the buffer area and the owner would donate the portion
of the tract outside of the buffer at a value of $89,500. Additional match
for the project ($30,000) is a donation of a conservation easement on an
additional 3.8 acres of riparian buffer that the Town owns.

The Town of Fair Bluff provided an appraisal for the property to the NC
State Property Office that placed a value of $164,500 on the property. On
January 3, 2005 the State Property Office wrote a letter stating that the
appraisal was inadequate. In a letter dated February 3, 2005 Fair Bluff
requested from the Board an additional $5,000 for a second appraisal; the
request was approved by the Board of Trustees on February 14, 2005.

The Town of Fair Bluff had a second appraisal completed and received no-
tice from State Property Office that a value of $105,000 was acceptable.
Fair Bluff would like to proceed with the project but will not be able to meet
its original commitment of match. Fair Bluff will ask the NC General As-
sembly for $30,000 to meet the value determined by the second appraisal.
Fair Bluff will provide the conservation easement on the 3.8 acres that it
owns.

On April 20, 2006 the Town of Fair Bluff requested that the Board of Trus-
tees permit the purchase of the property to move forward with the reduced
match. Staff recommends that the Board approve the request contingent
on the Town securing $30,000 from the General Assembly or other
sources.

I-l. 2005A-004 B Fishing Creek SWCDCs lles Farm T ract B Request for
Additional Funds D Leland Heath (Action Item)

In August 2005, the Board of Trustees approved a grant of up to $208,000
to the Fishing Creek SWCD to assist in the acquisition of a working lands
conservation easement on a 183-acre dairy farm in Halifax County in the
Roanoke River basin. On April 25, 2006 the SWCD wrote CWMTF to re-
quest an additional $13,500 to cover additional survey and appraisal
costs, and to engage the services of the local land trust (Tar River Land
Conservancy) to facilitate the easement acquisition as described in the
letter. CWMTF staff recommends that the Board approve Fishing Creek
SWCDG request.

I-J. 2005B-013 B Land Trust for Central NCOs Springer T ract B Re-
guest for W ithdrawal © Bern Schumak (Action Item)

In June 2005, the Land Trust for Central NC applied to the CWMTF for
funds for conservation of the David Springer Tract; this project was de-
ferred by the Board of Trustees. On April 24, 2006, the Land Trust wrote
CWMTF requesting that this application be withdrawn. CWMTF staff rec-
ommends that the Board approve the request for withdrawal.

I-K. Review of 2006A Spring Cycle Acquisition Projects b Chair Crag -
nolin & CWMTF Staff (Action Items)

Projects acted favorably upon by the Committee and the Board of
Trustees will remain eligible for further review later this year.

Note that some applicants included funds for a stewardship endow-
ment in their requested grant amount and some included only the
annual monitoring costs. Prior to making final funding recommenda-
tions, the Acquisition Committee, Stewardship Committee and staff
will need to agree on how to calculate the stewardship endowment
amounts and adjust the grant amounts accordingly for those appli-
cants that included only annual monitoring costs.

On April 21, 2006 Durham County requested an exception for archeologi-
cal investigation and excavation in the conservation easement. CWMTF
staff recommends that the Board approve the County® request.

Camden County continues to work on its wastewater land application project.
CWMTF is waiting for the County to submit the items as outlined in an Aug. 5,
2005 letter from CWMTF to the County, before the draft contract for up to
$2,126,000 for construction of the project can be prepared. The County has

already spent $43§,000 in CWMTF grant funds on project design and permit-
ting. The County@® engineer is Hobbs, Upchurch & Associates.

On April 17, 2006, the County wrote CWMTF requesting an additional

J-F. 2004A-508 D City of NorthwestOs Wastewater Project Request for
Change in Scope B Nancy Guthrie (Action ltem)

In July 2004, the Board of Trustees approved a grant of up to $2,858,000 to
the City of Northwest in Brunswick County to eliminate nearly 400 septic
tanks and/or straight piping disposal systems by constructing a central
sanitary sewage collection system and non-discharge wastewater treatment
plant to serve Northwest and the Town of Sandy Creek, and land-applying
the treated wastewater.

On April 21, 2006, the Town wrote CWMTF to advise that the Town cannot
obtain the property for the land application site and to request that the pro-
ject scope be revised to allow the Town to construct the collection system
and pump stations necessary to transport the wastewater from Northwest
and Sandy Creek to the Northeast Brunswick Regional Wastewater
Treatment Plant. The information in the Board package includes the
scope and budget details, demonstrating that the project can be accom-
plished with no additional funds requested from CWMTF. Brunswick
County confirmed by letter dated April 21, 2006 that it will provide the
treatment. The Town has not spent and CWMTF funds to date. CWMTF
staff recommends that the Board approve the Town@® request because it
will provide a regional solution to wastewater for Northwest and Sandy
Creek. The CWMTF also recommends that the Board encourage the
Town to attend the May 15, 2006 meeting organized by the Lumber River
Council of Governments (Agenda Item H-D above) and to work with those
entities on the development of regional wastewater collection and treat-
ment options.

J-G. 2003A-601 b Bay River Metropolitan Sewerage District W  astewa -
ter Project b Damon T atem (Information Item)

In November 2003, the Board of Trustees approved a grant of up to
$136,000 to the Bay River Metropolitan Sewerage District (BRMSD) to
fund design and permitting of a project to expand a regional wastewater
collection system to the unsewered community of Reelsboro. In July
2005, the Board approved a change in scope to allow BRMSD to use the
funds to initiate design activities to expand its treatment capacity and
reclaimed water receiver sites at its Oriental Reclaimed Water Treatment
Facility in order to provide a critical building block of additional modular
treatment capacity to allow BRMSD to expand centralized sewer collection
into a number of existing unsewered communities with chronic septic
system failures with the stipulation that the grant could be used only to
initiate design activities for the Reclaimed Water Treatment Plant Capacity
Expansion as well as to locate additional reclaimed water receiver sites in
the area. A request for $3,000,000 from the BRMSD for project



construction (CWMTF No. 2004B-601) has remained deferred pending
completion of the design work. The Board package contains several
recent newspaper articles regarding the BRMSD project and its costs. The
Pamlico County Board of Commissioners severed its ties the BRMSD on
April 17, 2006.

In November 2004, the Board of Trustees approved a grant of up to
$2,520,000 to the City of Wilmington for the construction of a 7.5-acre
stormwater wetland to treat runoff from 589 built-out acres in the Hewlett®
Creek watershed in the Cape Fear River basin in New Hanover County.
The Board provided funds for 80% of construction plus 15% construction
contingency and other costs including construction observation and water
quality monitoring.
