~ The Southeast Brunswick Sanitary District has not previously received a CWMTF grant.

~ Matching funds of $6,289,000 will be provided by the Southeast Brunswick Sanitary District using a 

grant and/or loan, which the District is trying to obtain from USDA.

CONDITIONS

~ Applicant must demonstrate that it has expended 100% of local matching funds and at least 90% of all 

other matching funds including matching grant and/or loan funds before contingency costs can be 

reimbursed by CWMTF.

and eliminate failing septic systems. The larger project is the expansion of the Brunswick County WWTP 

from 3.0 MGD to 6.0 MGD and the addition of disposal area for reuse quality effluent.

~ The scope of the project that this CWMTF grant is for includes 18,000 l.f. of 12-inch effluent reuse 

force main and construction of effluent disposal systems at the 100 acre Middleton Property and the 773 

acre IP Property.

~ The project will eliminate failing septic systems, which will improve water quality in the Intracoastal
